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Members Needed for Supervision Group

This group is for arts psychotherapists who work with complex and ‘difficult to
engage’ clients, including those in forensic settings. There is an emphasis on
exploring the personal impact of this work both on ourselves and the wider
MDT. Attention is also paid to the roles that we take up within the
organisations we are employed in and how this affects our relationships with
both service users and colleagues.

Integral to the supervision process is the use of art-making and movement,
as this helps us stay connected to the fundamental creativity of our
disciplines. The group is particularly useful for therapists who work alone, in
small departments or who have limited clinical experience.
